•	 Why might we be tempted to hide our good deeds from other people?

•	 Can you think of a time when seeing someone else do a good deed 
because of their faith in Jesus encouraged your faith in Jesus?  

•	 Being a light is meant to be for the purpose of helping people see 
what truly matters. In this world, as it is today, what do you think might 
impact people who don’t believe in Jesus to start to wonder if there is 
something to this Christianity thing? What kind of witness to Jesus shines 
the brightest with people you know?
