Job Classification 

Part-time, paid internship. 

Community of Grace Lutheran Church (CGLC) in White Bear Lake, Minnesota is seeking a 
Lead Intern. This position is an exceptional opportunity for a current ministry student to join a 
healthy, teaching congregation in the northeast metro area of Minneapolis/St. Paul. The 
program will run approximately ten months and be considered a top-priority commitment 
along with the students’ schoolwork. Interns should expect to work at least 150 hours each 
semester. There will also be intern cohort gatherings and training opportunities. 

Internship Description  

Our Lead Intern will maintain a pastoral connection with the intern cohort, as well as provide 
spiritual leadership within the framework of “church work.” The ideal candidate will have had 
experience leading others in spiritual growth. Responsibilities include: 

• Lead cohort meetings. 
• Curate and lead devotional and spiritual growth opportunities for interns. 
• Serve as a “safe place” for interns. 
• Serve in their area of gifting as able (i.e., student ministries). 

Preferred Qualifications  

• Proven leadership and spiritual maturity (please provide references).  
• Experience leading small groups. 
• Desire for leading ministry in the future. 
• Attend worship at least three Sundays per month. 
• Minimum one-year commitment. 
• Should demonstrate a deep and growing relationship with Jesus Christ.
